
Ÿ Hang the unit on the wall mounting plates (3).

Ÿ Level the unit using your spirit level and adjusting the screw on the bottom 

of the hanging bracket (4).

Ÿ Once level screw on the front of the hanging bracket to tighten the unit to 

the wall (5).

Note:  Full height vanity units stand on the floor so will come complete with 

fitted legs.  To adjust the legs, unclip the plinth from the legs and adjust the 

legs to the desired height (6).  Replace the plinth.

Ÿ Decide on the height of the vanity unit and use a spirit level to draw a horizontal 

guideline (1).

Ÿ Mark out the internal dimensions of the unit making sure the plates are within 

the internal dimensions of the unit by 2-3 mm.

Ÿ Using a cordless drill along with the wall plugs and screws provided, fix the 

plates in place (2).

Ÿ If the wall is not solid, you will need to use your own fixings.  Ensure that they are 

adequate to support the total weight of the unit as stated on the packaging.

Standard Drawer Deep Drawer with Rails

Drawer Front Removal

Ÿ Fit the drawer box into the unit by placing on the runners and pushing back until it 

clicks into place.

Ÿ If the drawer front needs adjustment, remove the cover and alter as shown in the 

illustrations (6).

Ÿ Deep drawers only- twisting the drawer rails will change the tilt of the drawer front (7).

Ÿ The drawer front is removed by twisting a screwdriver in the middle screw 90° 

anticlockwise (8).

drawer clips and sides and cabinet are supplied complete with all fittings.

Ÿ Remove drawer front from packaging and place on a flat surface.

Ÿ Ensure that the drawer clips are securely attached to the drawer front using a posidrive 

screwdriver (1).

Step 1 - Secure Drawer Clip

Step 2 - Deep Drawers only- Fit Drawer Rails

Ÿ Push the plastic dowel on the drawer rails into the drawer front and bring the rail 

upright to lock (2). 

Ÿ Slide the cover over the clip (3).
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Step 3 - Attach the Drawer Front to the Drawer Box

Ÿ Align the drawer clips with the sockets in the drawer box and push the drawer front on 

to the drawer box until it clicks into place (4).

Ÿ Deep drawers only- clip the  drawer rails into the bracket at the back of the drawer (5).
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
